The district, North 24 Parganas, has been divided geographically into four parts, i.e. (a) vast riverine belt in
the Southern part of Basirhat Sub-Division. (Sundarban area), (b) the industrial belt of Barrackpore Sub-Division, (c)
vast cultivating plain land in the Bongaon Sub-division and adjoining part of Barrackpore, Barasat & Northern part
of Basirhat Sub-Division and (d) the newly developed most urbanised sector equipped with all modernised facilities.
which includes the Rajarhat & New Town area and Salt Lake City under Bidhannagar Sub-division.

The District is vulnerable to both natural and man-made disasters. Disasters cannot be predicted or
prevented. However, precautionary measures can be taken within the existing infrastructure, in the form of
preparedness and can considerably mitigate the human sufferings, loss of life, property and restore normalcy at the
earliest. The Disaster Management Plan 2020-21 is an attempt to give an insight idea into how the District Disaster
Management Department plans to prevent and mitigate disaster in the upcoming days due to any calamity and
incident. The course of Disaster Management is dependent on how early the same is identified and how effectively
specific control measures are applied in time.

Experience of past decades has indicated that unprecedented flood, heavy rainfall and cyclones etc. highly
affected the normal life and livelihood of people of this densely populated district. The highly vulnerable costal area
suffers most from loss of life and property accompanied by environmental damage.

In the recent past, the District Administration faced the challenge of disaster occurred out of cyclone FANI
& BULBUL. Well planning and good management helped to overcome the situation very soon. All the stake holders
& functionaries at all level participated properly for management of the situation and the community responded
accordingly to mitigate the situation. I would like to covey my thanks to all concerned including the community.

It is therefore, of paramount importance to formulate an action plan to face the situation arising out of any
disaster and to reduce loss of life and properties.The rescue, relief and rehabilitation activities are not the work of a
single department. Rather constitute best co-ordinated activities amongst the concerned Government Departments,

three-tier Panchayati-Raj Institutions, Peoples’ representatives at Assembly/ Parliament, NGOs and the Community
as a whole. ‘

This plan for the year 2020-21 has been prepared by the Disaster Management Section of the District
Administration of North 24 Parganas using information received from the Blocks consisting of Gram Panchayats and
Government Line Departments. Contact details of key stake holders, GPS coordinates of rescue shelters, as well as
air dropping points, identification of vulnerable Blocks and areas, updated status of Relief Shelters, Multipurpose
Cyclone Shelters, and detailed plans of each Line Department has been provided in chapter wise formats in
comparison with last year’s plan. List of Chemical Industries, Petrol pumps and Disaster Management centric SOPs
has also been inculcated in this year’s plan.

Incident Response Team (IRT) as per IRS has been formed in all the Blocks and Sub-Divisions which will
be more effective & helpful to combat the situation during any disaster. I hope, this plan will be more effectively
used & helpful to all stake holders to combat any disaster in this district.

I express my thanks to all officials of District Disaster Management Section, North 24 Parganas for
compilation and preparation of this Plan.

I wish everyone a disaster free year ahead for overall well-being.

Any suggestion for betterment of this plan is very much solicited.

History: The great epic Mahabharata, Raghuvansa and in some the Puranas refer the Gangetic delta lay

between the kingdom of the Suhmas live in Western Bengal and that of the Vangas in Eastern
Bengal at the dawn of the history. At the time of Raghu Vansa, the country was dominated by the
Vangas. But the naval force of the Vangas was defeated by Raghu, who set up pillars of victory on
the islands in the midst of the Ganges. Probably, these islands represented the present area of the
district of 24 Parganas. A few details in Ain-i-Akbari reveals that the district formed part of
Satgaon revenue division, the jurisdiction of which was from Sagar islands on the south to a little
above Palashi on the north and Kabadak river on the east, beyond the Hooghly on the west.
The district gained prominence with the events of Sepoy mutiny of 1824 and 1857. Till eighties, the
district was named as Twenty four Parganas and later divided into two districts — North 24 Parganas
and South 24 Parganas. The district also comes under Sundarban biosphere.

The first Forest Management Division to have jurisdiction over the Sundarban was established in
1869. In 1875 a large portion of the mangrove forests was declared as reserved forests under the
Forest Act, 1865 (Act VIII of 1865). The remaining portions of the forests were declared a reserve
forest the following year and the forest, which was so far administered by the civil administration
district, was placed under the control of the Forest Department. A Forest Division, which is the basic
forest management and administration unit, was created in 1879 with the headquarters in Khulna,
Bangladesh. The first management plan was written for the period 1893-98.

The Sundarban National Park is a National Park, Tiger Reserve, and a Biosphere Reserve in West
Bengal, India. It is part of the Sundarban on the Ganges Delta, and adjacent to the Sundarban
Reserve Forest in Bangladesh. The delta is densely covered by mangrove forests, and is one of the
largest reserves for the Bengal tiger. It is also home to a variety of bird, reptile and invertebrate
species, including the salt-water crocodile. The present Sundarban National Park was declared as the
core area of Sundarban Tiger Reserve in 1973 and a wildlife sanctuary in 1977. On 4 May 1984 it was
declared a National Park. It is a UNESCO world heritage site inscribed in 1987. It is considered as a
World Network of Biosphere Reserve (Man and Biosphere Reserve) from 2001.

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Communication Plan North 24 Parganas for Mobile Network Failure

The district, North 24 Parganas is having a population as per 2011 census of 1, 00, 09,781 persons with an
average density of 2204.6 persons per sq. km. With the rise in population and migration of people to work
under this district every day there is an additional pressure and demand of network connectivity in this district
during office hours. The major communication network in this district is under BSNL, along with private telecom
companies like Jio, Vodafone, Airtel, idea etc. It can be estimated approx. 85% of the population has mobile
connectivity with minimum of 2 connections per mobile along with land line. Most of these sets are android or
ios based with use of various messenger apps.

It has been observed during the past few disasters in the Indian Sub-continent that after any major incident,
(Cyclone and Earthquake) mobile network connection is down, either by infrastructure breakdown or by
excessive use of mobile during this situation. As a result vital response of the response agencies is hampered in
this context. The district is no such exception. It has been observed that major communication fails in this
district could be from earthquake and cyclone. Thus an emergency communication plan is been set up for
cyclone and earthquake.

19.16% of the population lives in flood-prone areas. Most flood-prone Blocks are
Hingalgunj, Hasnabad, Sandeshkhali- I/1l, Minakhan, Haroa, Baduria, Swarupnagar,
Bagdah, Bongaon, Gaighata, Deganga, and Habra-I/II.

Flood of this region is mainly due to the geographic location of these blocks along with
low mean sea level. With the rise of the sea level there is constant threat of inflow of
river water causing more chances of flood in these blocks.

Earthquake:

73 % of the total area comes under High Damage Risk Zone (Zone V) and 27 % of the
total area comes under Moderate Damage Risk Zone (Zone lll). Part of Bongaon,
Barasat and Barrackpore Sub divisions come under Zone IV. Entire Basirhat Subdivision
containing the entire Sundarban area under this district is highly vulnerable to
Earthquake and Tsunami.

Wind & Cyclone:

The entire district is in Very High Damage Risk Zone due to Wind & Cyclone — the wind
speed may rise above 200 Kmph. Very recently the district experienced Cyclone “Aila”
(maximum wind speed 120 Kmph) on 25" May, 2009 followed by “Fani” on 4" May
2019 and “Bulbul” on 9" November 2019.

Drought:

Draught is not that prevalent in this district but, recently experienced in 2010 owing to
less rainfall (857 mm) in Monsoon Season against 1579 mm. normal rainfall.
Probability of Draught is increasing with increasing water Scarcity.

Lightning deaths:

This phenomenon in most common in the monsoon season and mainly during April to
November. In the recent past the district has witnessed a large number of deaths due
to lightning mostly in rural areas in the recent past.

Embankment
erosion:

This is most common in the months of Monsoon seasons. The Blocks highly affected by
breach of Embankment includes Sandeshkhali |, Sandeshkhali I, and Hingalgunj,
Hasnabad Minakhan and Haroa.

The District witnesses head wave (Loo) during month on May to June. Though the
death rate is low in the district compared to districts like Purulia and Bankura but
casualties in form of strokes and ill health is quite common. Over the past few years
this has been a common phenomenon.

Chemical and Gas
Leakages

There are a large number of factories engaged in chemical use for its production in the
district. These are mostly present under Barasat and Barrackpore Sub-Division area.
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MATRIX OF PAST DISASTERS IN THE DISTRICT

The District of North 24-Parganas came into being on 1st March, 1986 with the bifurcation of 24-Parganas
District into North 24-Parganas and South 24-Parganas Districts. Sundarban is situated at the confluence of
river Ganga and Brahmaputra with the Bay of Bengal. Part of Sundarban area is annexed to the District of
North 24-Parganas which covers 6 (six) Blocks viz Sandeshkhali-l, Sandeshkhali-ll, Hingalgunj, Haroa,
Minakhan and Hasnabad. These blocks are surrounded by tidal rivers such as the Ichamati, Bidyadhari, Kulti,
Dansa, and Raymangal etc. besides being crisscrossed by numerous creeks and channels.

In past, this district was hit by natural hazards in many occasions. The hazards include Cyclone, Storm Surge,
Flood, Earthquake etc. of medium to large intensities. Some instances are mentioned below.

1981: Earthquake of magnitude 4.9 on Richter scale shook north of Sundarban on 26th March (Epicenter
Latitude 22.3, Longitude 89.1).

1983: Tornado at Gaighata Development Block.
1988: Very severe Cyclone at Hingalgunj Development Block.

1995: Breech of embankment on 15™ & 16" May in Basirhat Sub-Division. 1077 houses were fully and 496
houses were partly damaged.

1996: Heavy rainfall occurred on 27th and 28th of October with consequent breach of embankment in
Basirhat Sub-Division. 48 of houses were fully damaged.

1998: Flood in Bongaon Sub-Division due to incessant rains and over flow of river Ichhamati. Dates of
occurrence were 14.08.98 & 15.08.98. Total 60.30 Sg.km. area and 96.700 people were affected. 10,059
houses were affected out of which 3,457 were fully damaged. 18,483 persons were rescued and sheltered in
112 Relief Camps.

Cyclone of high magnitude severely affected 466 Sq. km of area in 10 Blocks and 2 Municipalities. No. of
Cattle lost was 773. 2, 16,622 people were affected by the calamity.

1999: The district was affected by Drought during May — June, 1999. Rainfall up to April, 1999 was only 6.5
mm. In the district 7 lakh people, 1, 37,887 Livestock were affected and from 4% to 40% Boro paddy was lost.
Due to heavy rainfall from 21to 24.09.1999, a vast area of 14 (fourteen) blocks and 12(twelve) Municipalities
in all the 5 (five) Sub-divisions of the district were water-logged. 4, 50,000 people were affected.

2000: Unprecedented incessant heavy shower from 17.09.2000 to 21.09.2000 followed by very high
discharge from the dams and barrages caused huge flood all over the state having highest intensity in about
last two centuries. The water level of Churni rose to an unprecedented 11 m against highest recorded level of
9.798 m in 1978. A vast area of Bongaon Sub-Division and part of Barasat (Sadar) and Basirhat Sub-Division
were inundated; some places for more than a fortnight. The year 2000 may be designated as the year of the
worst precipitation in terms of quantum, intensity and duration. More than 960 Sq. km. area was affected in
the district causing damages to houses, crops, school buildings etc. More than 19 lakhs people were affected
and 2, 65.000 houses were destroyed or damaged. 652 Mouza were declared as flood affected. Total
financial loss was Rs. 62,207 lakhs.

2001: There was a severe Thunder Storm on 20.05.2001 at Gaighata Block under Bongaon Sub-Division. The
most affected G.P.s was Jaleswar-Il. Duma and Dharampur-I. 4 (four) human lives were lost.

2002: On 25.05.2002 embankment of Bermajur G.P. on river Choto Kalagachi under Sandeshkhali-Il block
breached affecting 2,500 people.
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A severe cyclonic storm passed over Sandeshkhali-l, Sandeshkhali-1l, Hingalgunj and Minakhan blocks on
11.11.2002 affecting 5483 of people. 195 of houses were destroyed and 731 were damaged due to the
calamity. The event of crop area damaged was 644.30 hectare. Monetary value of which was Rs. 5, 56,
82,000/-

There was a very severe cyclonic storm on 03.04.2002 at 3 AM in Bongaon Sub-division. About 65,000 people
were affected. 3(three) human lives were lost in Bongaon block, 5 (five) Goats and 1025 Poultry were lost.
The extent of damage caused to power and Housing Sector was Rs. 8.5 lakhs and 253 lakhs respectively.

2003: Consequent upon the development of low pressure in the Bihar Plateau Region, the South Bengal
districts including North 24-Parganas experienced heavy rainfall during the period from 16.10.03 to 10.10.03.
Breach of embankments and erosion were reported from Hingalgunj, Sandeshkhali-l and Sandeshkhali-I
blocks. Due to the calamity, 14 Blocks in North 24-Parganas district were severely affected 5, 10,958 people
were affected and 8,539 houses were fully and 15,131 were partly damaged. Losses in Crop sector and
Fisheries sector were Rs.282.35 lakhs and 2303.28 lakhs respectively.

2004: Due to incessant rain during the period from 10.09.04 to 18.09.04 a vast area of Bongaon, Basirhat,
Barrackpore and Barasat (Sadar) Sub-Division was water-logged. 8, 89,283 people were affected. Agricultural
loss was estimated to Rs. 6802.665 lakhs. 359 Mouza were declared as Flood affected. 18384 dwelling
houses were destroyed and 56,865 were damaged in Urban and Municipal areas. There was a violent storm
on 06.10. 04 at 12 noon over Paruipara, Biswaspara and Angrail within the jurisdiction of Jhowdanda Gram
Panchayat under Gaighata block. Two persons were seriously injured and admitted to Hospital. 29 houses
were destroyed.

2006: Due to incessant rainfall vast area of Basirhat, Bongaon, part of Barasat and Barrackpore Sub-division
were affected. 8 persons died due to natural calamity during the year 2006.

2007: This District was affected in two phases due to incessant rainfall in 2007. Average rainfall was 1380
mm. Many people were affected.

2008: During the year 2008 this District was affected in different occasions by incessant rain with storm
(16.09.2008, 26.09.2008, 25.10.2008). About 74,000 people were affected during the above calamities.

2009: On 25 May, Cyclone AILA hit costal Bengal with a maximum wind speed of 120 Kmph affecting over 1.5
million people.

The Situation Report (State Govt.)

Cyclone AILA which hit coastal West Bengal on 25 May, 2009 is described as one of the worst storms to hit
the state in many years. Over 5.1 million people have been affected in 16 districts of West Bengal. The
damage impact assessment carried out by the government of West Bengal and the United Nations
Development Programme (UNDP) reported considerable deaths, of which 25 were caused by a landslide in
Darjeeling. Over 5, 00,000 houses were damaged either fully or partially. The storm was especially
devastating for farmers who were preparing to harvest rice and other crops. According to media sources, the
Sundarban national reserve forest was worst-hit, as many as three million people lived in the forests.
Government rescue operations are underway, with approximately 60,000 people have been rescued and
accommodated in government relief camps. Local media reports also indicate that food packets have been
dropped by military helicopters in the affected areas.

2015: Due to incessant rain during the period July-August, 2015 a vast area of Bongaon, Basirhat,
Barrackpore; Barasat (Sadar) & Bidhannagar Sub-Division was water-logged. 12, 84,330 people were
affected. Agricultural loss was in the 60,207 Hector, 1374 Mouza were declared as Flood affected & notified
on 8.8.15. 52,177 dwelling houses were destroyed (Fully & severely).

27 People were dead this year (2015). This included lighting 10 people, snakebite 14 people and drowning
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03 people.

308 number of relief camps were opened, 26992 people were in these relief camps. Relief camps in
Swarupnagar, Baduria, Bagdah, Gaighata, and blocks were running over the month.

80,000 Tarpaulin, 1380 MT rice, 40 MT fodder were distributed among the distress people.

There was a tornado on 29.7.15 at 11.00 am over Ashoknagar- Kalyangar municipality and Habra
Municipality, Habra 1&II & Deganga Block within the Jurisdiction of Barasat Sub-Division. Huge numbers of
houses, trees were destroyed in few minutes by the impact of the tornedo.

2019:- Cyclone “FANI” hit the district on the 4™ of May 2019. Blocks of Haroa, Hingalgunj, Hasnabad
Minakhan, Sandeshkhali-l and Sandeshkhali-ll was affected. No death was recorded from the cyclone and
over 60,000 people was evacuated in this period.

2019:- Cyclone “Bulbul” hit the District on the 9" of November late night with wind speed varying from 80-90
KMPH. Blocks under Basirhat-Sub-Division was highly affected with most damages recorded in Hingalgunj,
Hasnabad, Minakhan, Sandeshkhali-I and Sandeshkhali-Il Blocks. Over 65,000 peoples were evacuated after
the warning issued by IMD in various MPCS, Flood Shelters, Schools buildings in this phase.

Immediate relief was provided to the blocks in form of Tarpaulin 1,91,00,000 Pcs, DM kits 1,52,168 Pcs, 400
MT of Rice, 1,25,000 Lts. of kerosene, 1,04,000 Pcs of clothing items, 43,148 Pcs of lantern for Madhayamik &
H.S appearing students and 25,000 families provided ration @ (12 kg of rice, 1 kg of Dal, 2 Kg of potato and
biscuit. 7000 Kgs of Baby food was also supplied.

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Chapter I: Introduction to DM Plan

The District Disaster Management Plan is the outcome of the Disaster Management Act of 2005 where in
section 25 (1) of the plan it is mentioned about the formation of the District Disaster Management Authority
and in section 31 (2) states the formation of the District Plan.

The District Disaster Management Plan (DDMP) aims at identifying the disasters and threats that are prevalent
in the district, and at the same time addressing the steps that would be adopted in addressing the disasters in
the district. It is a consolidated guidelines and plans of the District Disaster Management Department in
collaboration with the line department in addressing disaster situations.

Disaster Management is a continuous and integrated process of planning, organizing, coordinating and
implementing measures which are necessary or expedient for-

Prevention of danger or threat of any disaster;

2) Mitigation or reduction of risk of any disaster or its severity or consequences;

3) Capacity building;

4) Preparedness to deal with any disaster;

5) Prompt response to any threatening disaster situation or disaster;

6) Assessing the severity or magnitude of effects of any disaster;

7) Evacuation, rescue and relief;

8) Rehabilitation and reconstruction.

The District Disaster Management Plan (DDMP) is made by the District Disaster Management Department in
the District in collaboration with the Blocks and Line Department.

Evolution of DDMP in brief:

The District Disaster Management Plan DDMP, is made in compilation/ collaboration of the Blocks Block
Disaster Management Plans (BDMP), which is a plan of all G.P’s (Gram Panchayat Disaster Management Plan).
The DDMP is also a compilation of Plans for Municipalities and Corporation in the District. To make the Plan
the District authority has been given responsibility to coordinate with various line department of the district
which includes the Block Disaster Management Department, Municipalities, Panchayat, Line Departments of
the Governments (Irrigation, Agriculture, Health, food supply, ARD, PHE, Fisheries, Forest, W.B.S.E.D.C.L,
Police, Civil Defence, NDRF, Fire, Fire Department NGO'’s etc.).

How to use DDMP Framework

The (DDMP) District Disaster Management Plan is a guideline and rule book in situation of disaster, and how
the district authority will communicate through IRS (Incident Response Systems) and help in reducing the
disaster losses in a limited period of time. It gives clear guidelines to how the department will work and act in
pre and post disaster situation to mitigate loss from any disaster. The District Disaster Management Plan is
resourced with communication numbers which will act as a directory to inform the departments to coordinate
and how which department will address which type of disaster. The IRS (Incident Response Systems) would
help in identification of the command system in the district during disaster and the unified system of
commands.

The DDMP is monitored and approved by the State Government after SDMA (State Disaster Management
Authority) studies and scrutinizes the plan, (section 31 (5) DM Act 2005).

To make the plan an effective one and updated one the DDMP is monitored and updated on yearly bases in
coordination with the Government line departments, Blocks, Panchayats and Municipalities.
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Chapter 2: Hazard, Vulnerability, Capacity and Risk Assessment (HVCRA)

The District of North 24 Parganas is highly vulnerable to Disaster for its geographical position and location. The
entire of North 24 Parganas district is vulnerable to multi-hazards, natural calamities like Flood, Cyclone,
Hailstorm, Kalbaishakhi (Summer Storm), Earthquake, Drought and Embankment Erosion. Apart from these
natural hazards man-made disasters like major fire, roadway/ railway/ waterway accidents, industrial/chemical
hazards, radiological leakage, terrorist attacks etc. are also possible in the district. Growing population, rapid
unplanned urbanization, increasing industrialization, development within high risk zones, environmental
degradation, climate change, economy and unsustainable development can be considered among few manmade
disaster in the district. The District has also diverse economic imbalance which makes the district more vulnerable
to disaster and polarization of losses after any disaster. On one end the district has highly industrialized blocks
like Barrackpore, where on the other end there is area highly vulnerable to costal flood and erosions which
includes Sandeshkhali - | & Il, Hasnabad, Hingalgunj.

There are rivers and its branches running through the district and the district is situated at the downstream of
these rivers. Embankments of all the rivers are made of Soil and the river beds are getting raised day by day due
to siltation and are repaired time to time. Occupants situated in the area, is comparatively at lower level if the
river tributaries, so they face a water logging in almost every year due to heavy rainfall. Average rainfall of this
district is 1579 mm in this district.

The major damage and losses that are caused by the disaster is (flooding from heavy rain & cyclone) causing loss
to human property, including loss of agriculture (crops), animal husbandry, damages of houses, roads, electricity
and communication.

The villages of Sandeshkhali-I, Sandeshkhali-ll and Hingalgunj are among the most vulnerable blocks of the
district. Rising sea level and temperatures in the Bay of Bengal region, with frequent cyclonic treats makes the
embankment vulnerable to breaking and toppling of water over them lead to breakage and erode frequently
during monsoon seasons. Unplanned human activity of fishery and bheri’s in these blocks makes the embankment
weak, resulting to damage and inlet of salty water in the inland, which is another common cause for flood in these
blocks. The district has also a vast difference in the economic condition as per income is concerned. In lieu of high
income there are frequent reports of activities where environment is being depleted, either by brick kin or
unplanned fishery activity. These lead to results in low agriculture production, leading to migration of the working
groups of the vulnerable blocks. Since the population of these areas are vulnerable and economically instable
chances of these community facing losses during any disaster is high economically.

The physical damage after any disaster in this district includes damage of infrastructure, breaking of houses/
house damage, contamination of drinking water, epidemic (diseases), loss of agriculture produce and land, and
loss of animal husbandry.

For understanding and identifying the vulnerability of the blocks and the district HYCRA (Hazard Risk Capacity
Need Assessment) was carried out by the Block Disaster Management Department in the respective blocks of the
district based on the past history of flooding and water logging. After conducting the vulnerability assessment the
following data of vulnerable block wise village list has been made.

District, Control room remains opened at District Disaster Management Section (District EOC) on and
24 x 7 365 days a year having phone no. 033-2584-6287/0280. Fax. - 033-2584-0280; Email: -
ddmo4n24pgs@gmail.com.

Pre-monsoon preparatory meeting is held at district level in the month of May at the District
Headquarter, Barasat and at the State Headquarter at Nabanna with all departments, similar
meetings are conducted in Sub-Divisions and Blocks. Riverine blocks keeps close vigil of the
embankments during this period with the irrigation department to prevent major incidences of
flooding from embankment breach.

State EOC is also operated at the same time with numbers: 033-2214-5664, 033-2214-3526 and Toll
free Number 1070. Control room are also opened at SDO & BDO Offices, for firsthand information
dissemination system from the affected villages and gram Panchayat.

State EOC is also in operation for 24 X 7 round the year and can be called for any disaster situation
with Toll Free Number 1070.

Forecasting and early warning dissemination agencies

Round the year watch on Tsunami warning is done by INCOIS Hyderabad and alert message is sent
to the vulnerable areas/ district beforehand for situations leading to Tsunami from any earthquake
in the oceans. District EOC is keeping constant vigil over the Tsunami Alert warnings issued by INCOIS
in the District.

IMD Kolkata, keeps watch on the weather of the District, in coordination with state EOC, State EOC
keeps district updated on possibility of rainfall via FAX, emails and SMS. District EOC is keeping
constant vigil over the Tsunami Alert warnings issued by INCOIS in the District.

The Department of Disaster Management has installed lightning detector for detecting incidences of
lightning which are disseminated to the Blocks and Panchayat 30 minutes ahead of the lightning
strike in the area. Messages are disseminated to the Blocks and Sub-Divisions through SMS.

Bidyadhari Drainage Division and Basirhat irrigation Department keeps watch on the river gauge of
Ichhamati, Jamuna and keeps district updated on the possible threats of flood and embankment
erosion/ breakage. River Gauge reading and rainfall of the three Sub-Divisions Basirhat, Bongaon and
Barasat is monitored regularly and the information is passed on to the State EOC, Sub-Divisions,
Blocks, all line departments and police stations on daily basis from June to October every year.

CA — Il (Calamity Assessment) Report, Flood Situation Assessment Report and Stock Position report is
maintained daily and arrangements are made pre — monsoon seasons. The flood shelters, cyclone
shelters are prepared pre - monsoon season for quick evacuation and shelter of the affected villages.

Response mechanism of the District Sub-Divisions and Block

District, Sub-Divisions and Blocks has prepared their Incident Response Team (IRT) for quick
response to the disaster situation and of sharing of responsibilities in the situation. The IRT has
specified roles and responsibilities of each involved persons and the roles they would play during
emergency situation. The District, Sub-Division and Blocks Disaster Management Section has also
identified their resources for access in disaster situation, the same is uploaded in the IDRN (Indian
Disaster Resource Network) website under the district resources head by the district. Website
www.idrn.gov.in.
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For quick access to any calamity/accident arising

the fire stations are always kept at vigil along with

local police stations for quick response. The teams when deployed keeps constant contact with the

District EOC for report of calamity and casualties.

For large scale incidences NDRF team is called for

support.

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Chapter 4: Prevention and Mitigation Measures

Prevention is to ensure that human action or natural phenomena do not result in disaster or
emergency. The District Disaster Management Department conduct various programmes and takes
steps to prevent and mitigate disaster in the district.

Mitigation means to reduce the severity of the human and material damage caused by the disaster.
Mitigation measures for the district involves planning for casualties and damage against flood,
monsoon, cyclone etc.

Monsoon season is started in this state on and from 8th June and up to 31st October. The period,
November to May is the preparedness period for disaster management activities. In this period the
following activities have been done by the disaster management department:

Steps Taken:-

e Awareness — Awareness generation has been done through meeting, poster, flex, and
booklet. District& Block Disaster Management Department organizes stalls in Mela in the
different corner of this district for Awareness generation.

e FAMEX — FAMEX programmes was conducted in all the blocks of the district in the district in
collaboration of NDRF 2"Battalion Haringhata, Nadia, every year.

e Community level awareness programmes are held in all the blocks in the District round the
year organized by Block Disaster Management Department.

e Visit of Embankment - Visit of Embankment done by the Block Officials & Irrigation dept.
jointly. Local Panchayat Samity, Gram Panchayat jointly inspect the embankments. Preparing
a vulnerable list, of embankment which requires repair and more vigilance by the irrigation
department, by blocks pre monsoon season.

e Visit of Relief go down and flood Shelter- Visit of Relief go-down is done by the all Blocks &
Sub-Divisions, by concern SDDMOQ’s and BDMO's.

e Visit of Flood/Cyclone Shelter- Visit of Cyclone Shelter done by the all Blocks & Sub-Divisions
is done by the SDDMOQ’s and BDMO's.

e Divers Training- Divers training among Civil Defense Volunteers have been initiated in the
recent past. 7 CDV has undergone training in 2018, 41 divers CDV in 2017 and 28 CDV in in
2016. Total 76 divers were trained in the divers training programme.

e Training of CDV-Training of Civil Defense Volunteers for search and rescue and quick
response is done every month by Department of Civil Defense.

e Blocks have identified and prepared search and rescue teams for quick response.

e Equipment’s50 sets equipment’s of Divers have been allocated to the riverine blocks along
with supply of Chain saw and Gumboot to all blocks.

o Inflatable Tower Light for Riverine blocks, Search Light being distributed among blocks.

For mainstreaming the DRR activities in community the Blocks conducted school awareness
programmes among school children/ teachers along with community people. Schools were directed
and students were made aware about disaster and the type of preparedness that needs to be taken

in reducing the disaster. Teachers were sensitized on the school safety at various points throughout
the year.

The SDDMOQ’s BDMOQ’s from the Sub-Divisions and Blocks are trained at ATIl’s (Administrative
Training Institutions Kolkata)for reviewing and updating their knowledge on Disaster Management
and mitigation at par with the changing norms of the Department needs and for practical
implementation at the field level. These trainings are done at a Government and NGO collaboration.
Video Conference is done from ATl and SEOC with District to review and update on the DM Plan
preparation, concept clearance on Disaster Management plan preparedness and conducting of mock
exercises.

Community level institutions (PRI, Blocks, Municipalities and Corporations) are sensitized by the
programmes organized by the Block, Sub-Division Disaster Management Department at various
occasions and through IEC materials and booklets. Corporations and Municipalities conduct regular
awareness programmes on health issues, hygiene and disaster mitigation in the wards.

As per the DM Act 2005 the blocks needs to manage and maintain committees and team at the block and
G.P level. The blocks have successfully created committees/ team in the village level. These committees/
teams will monitor the work of disaster preparedness and mitigation measures in the blocks. All blocks
and Sub-Divisions have now created management committees and teams for the purpose. These teams
would co-ordinate by the IRS of Sub-Divisions and Block. SDQ’s, BDO’s would coordinate with these teams
during emergency period. These includes:-

Early warning Dissemination Team consisting of all GP Pradhan.

Search and evacuation Management team.

Shelter Management team (to look after the condition and status of the relief shelters).
Health and First Aid management team.

Drinking water, sanitation team.

Carcass disposal management team.

Relief Management team.

Damage Assessment team.

Rehabilitation Management team.

For addressing disasters and disaster situations, Fire department, Health department, NDRF has set up
their department plans as per the operation mandates of their department. The State and District
Disaster Management Department would be monitoring the disaster situation and coordinating with the
line department as per IRS along with the Sub-Divisions and Blocks. The District as per the guidelines of
the Disaster Management Act of 2005 under section 34 will follow the guidelines and order the respective
departments to conduct their roles and duties in coordination with District Disaster Management
Department.

The SDDMO’s and BDMO'’s provide an updated position of stock during the year stating the utilization of
the materials received from the District Disaster Management Department round the year twice every
month. The situation of cyclone shelter, flood shelters and relief go down, stock position check is being
done regularly by the blocks.

Early warning dissemination is done by the District EOC in line with the State EOC, IMD, and pre/ during
monsoon every year. Information is disseminated from the State EOC to the District EOC to Sub Division
and Block reaching up to GP level. SMS is also being disseminated from the State EOC to registered
numbers in the vulnerable areas of threat of heavy rainfall for early warning dissemination. Lightning
detector would monitor the lightning alert and disseminate the messages to Blocks, Municipality and
corporation.
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Block has identified various points of Air dropping/ helipads in reference to the flood and cyclone
situation where navigation by road is difficult. These could be used for air dropping of relief materials and
air landing. (See Annexure). Loading of relief materials on to helicopters can be done at NSCBI Airport,
Barrackpore Cantonment area, Kolkata Race Course or Brigade Parade ground. Fueling of the
helicopters can be done at NSCBI Airport for this purpose.

Community level early warning dissemination system

The community warning is done through respective Block offices and Municipalities after receiving early
warning signs on any threat from the State EOC through the District EOC, which is then later
communicated through the respective Panchayat and Wards for dissemination and evacuation of the
community to safe shelters. (Annexure for flood and cyclone shelter details)

Protocol and arrangements for VIP visits and Media dissemination.

The VIP visit during disaster would be looked after the District Disaster Management Department and
administration in coordination of the Line Department. Police administration would monitor the safety
and security of the VIP’s. Assigned SDO and BDO will coordinate the visit of VIP’s. Helipads are
demarcated in the blocks for quick access of VIP landing and access to the affected blocks. (See
Annexure)

District will coordinate with Media and provide information to them during disaster. The District
Magistrate, Additional District Magistrate (Disaster Management) will be the chief Spokesperson for the
media and disseminate information. DICO would arrange for necessary media and press briefing on
disaster. The interaction with the media is prepared in collaboration with the District Disaster
Management Department and the line Department. The updated details for the interaction and
information to be disseminated to the media would be verified by the District Disaster Management
Section before any media interaction. The comments and information shared with media would be based
on the data obtained from the Blocks, Corporations and Municipalities pre, during and after disaster.

Reporting and documentation

Reporting and documentation plays an important role in pre, during and after disaster. Mitigation and
response work will be monitored and documented by the Block Disaster Management Department and a
copy will be submitted to the District Disaster Management Department on timely interval and to the
State Disaster Management Department by the district authority. The District will monitor and give
suggestions on the reports that would be covered under such documentation and data that needs to be
provided in such documentation report. These would include case studies, best practices report,
community sensitization report, difficulties in relief operation and areas of change or betterment of
programmes in the future. These may also include cases of success stories and future plans. Based on the
IRS Blocks, Sub-Divisions identifies officers/ staff for the purpose.

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Chapter 6: Capacity Building and Training Measures

Capacity Building Plan: of District and State

Capacity building (or capacity development) is the process by which individuals and organizations obtain,
improve, and retain the skills, knowledge, tools, equipment and other resources needed to do their jobs
competently or to a greater capacity (larger scale, larger audience, larger impact, etc.). Capacity building and
capacity development are often used interchangeably.

Capacity building and training of the DDMO, SDDMOs and BDMOs is organized by the State Disaster
Management Department/SEOC. The trainings are done to familiarize the officials with the changing trends
for disaster mitigation and management and also to bring down the learnings of these trainings to the Blocks
and Municipality levels.

The Capacity building of the Blocks, Municipalities, Panchayat, Wards and Line department to address
disaster situation, would be determined the SDDMO and BDMO with the needs assessment as per
programme calendar of the department and government order/funds. This includes training programmes
directed by the NDMA, State EOC, and ATI with collaboration of UNICEF and NGQO’s in the respective year.

Institutional capacity building

and Management and Flood Risk Mitigation and Management.
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Community capacity building and community based Disaster Management

This includes training of vulnerable community on the on resilient building and knowledge. The activities
would be organized by the Block Disaster Management Department which would include community
awareness on Disaster, Mitigation, and Awareness on early warning, resilient house building, embankment
protection, drinking water safety measures, lightning, snakebite, heat strokes etc. Awareness is also done at
Ferry Ghat, Jetty Ghats for during monsoon and festive season to avoid cases of boat capsize during bad
weather of overcrowding. Agriculture, horticulture, fisheries, ARD has conducted various awareness on
schemes and programmes in these areas which would benefit the affected communities, ensuring their
production through various schemes of crop protection etc. Communities are also sensitized on safe house
building, sanitation use and ways to get safe drinking water in the community, along with agriculture and
animal husbandry processes. Youths (Male and Female) are selected from blocks and send for Civil Defence
Basic course and Foundation courses in the district.

Civil Defence/Volunteers

The Civil Defence Act, 1968 defines Civil Defence as any measure, not amounting to actual combat that
protects persons, property and places in India from hostile attack. It includes measures that deprive such
attack of its effect.

The Civil Defense Volunteers are trained from time to time by the Civil Defense Department on providing
First Aid to the wounded, rescue of the wounded, Artificial respiration, emergency method of rescue,
bandage, knot and stretcher. They will be potential human resources in time of any disaster for quick
response to the affected and at the same time used for control of the EOC and relief Distribution and loading
and unloading of relief materials. The Civil Defence Volunteers are also trained on Divers programme for
rescue operations. Till August 2018 total 75 divers were trained by for quick response in the blocks and
Municipalities.

Disaster Management Awareness in Schools

School awareness programmes are conducted by the Blocks to make students aware about disaster and what
are the basic precaution activities to be done during disaster. Special focus is made to sensitize the students
on safety during earthquake and schools are motivated by the Blocks to maintain first aid kit stretcher for
wounded students and disabled, during disaster. Schools are ensured to maintain basic fire extinguishing
materials for any fire incidences. Schools teachers are sensitized on DRR issues and how to handle students
during time of disaster. Schools are involved in mock drill training and programme, demonstrations are done
and also through the training the schools are motivated on the training programme.

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Chapter 7: Response and Relief Measures

The District EOC is in operation 24 X 7 365 days a year. The DEOC is in operation round the clock. State EOC is
functional round the clock 24 X 7, with 1070 Toll free number. The district EOC also responds through phone
(landline) - 033-2584-0280; and Email: - ddmo4n24pgs@gmail.com. Blocks and Sub-Division are also
activated during this time.

Response Flow Chart

The District Disaster Management Authority (DDMA) would be informed about any calamity of its warning by
the State Disaster Management Authority (SDMA), directly or by the responsible agencies. These includes
IMD (Indian Metrological Department), INCOIS (Indian National Centre for Ocean Information Services). On
receiving of such information from the agencies following steps would be formulated for major threats in the
district:-

District level Roles & Response:-

e The District Incident Commander (District Magistrate) or Deputy Incident Commander (Additional District
Magistrate, Disaster Management) would be informed and the district level Incident Response Team
would be formulated.

e The messages would be transferred to the Sub-Divisional Incident Commander (Sub-Divisional Officer),
Sub-Divisional Disaster Management Officer and request to form and report the Incident Response Team
and disseminate the same massages to the Block Incident Commander.

e News bulletin issued by INCOIS and IMD would be disseminated to the Sub-Division and Block on timely
basis.

o The Incident Response Teams would be asked to be formulated at Sub-Division and Block Level. Blocks
would be provided the details of time for evacuation in case of Tsunami threats and at the same time
asked to formulate teams for evacuation of the coastal areas.

e Through the news bulletins the approximate time of arrival of the waves would be disseminated to the
block via Phone, E-Mail, and SMS.

e District would also sent message to the fishery department, ask them to evacuate the coastal areas, Ferry
Ghats and ask fisherman to move into deep sea.

e The District in coordination with the State EOC will call in HAM Radio and report to the vulnerable blocks
which is going to be effected and establish communication with the District, Sub-Division and Blocks in
case of communication failure.

Sub-Division Level Role and Response:

e The Sub-Divisional Incident commander will keep continuous vigil over the response and evacuation work
and report the same to the District.

e Helpin the resource mapping of the blocks and help in the establishing the same to the district.

e Documentation and reporting unit would be set up and the same would be communicated to the District.

Block Level Role and Response:

e The Block incident commander will receive the message and disseminate the same to the Panchayat and
line department.

The blocks will communicate with the local civil defense volunteers and help in evacuation.

Mikeing and sirens would be used to aware people and move them to the safe shelter.

The blocks would set up communication team and response to the Sub-Division and District.

Responsible line departments would conduct the damage and loss assessment and report the same to the
District and Sub-Division. (Details of Department is mentioned below).

e Block would coastally report the ground situation via Email or Phone and if communication is disrupted
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via HAM radio during communication failure.

The District would keep a close vigil and keep in contact with the SEOC and report to the same. After
receiving all clear message the same would be disseminated to the Sub-Division and Block and community
would be asked to move back from the MPCS in case of Tsunami warning or threat. The Block Incident
Commander/ Safety team should ensure the safety of retreating community. All clear messages would be
disseminated on cases of Tsunami and Cyclone by the concerned Safety Officer.

Resource Mobilization:

The Sub-Divisions and Blocks are well equipped with the resources and inventories to address any disaster
situation in the blocks. Block has also identified the resources available at both government and individual
sources and is uploaded on IDRN website (www.idrn.gov.in).

For any major disaster situation for which external help/ support is needed the State will coordinate with the
Central government for assistance of help and relief measures. This would be in coordinated by the
Department of Disaster Management. The coordination for support for external help would, includes report
from Blocks forwarded by the SDO, ADM (Disaster Management) and District Magistrate of the District to the
State EOC. The district is always in touch with NDRF 2" Battalion at Haringhata, SAP Barrackpore, Disaster
Management Group Kolkata Police, Fire, Coast Guard and Civil Defence for human resource support for any
disaster.

The blocks are pre stocked with relief items which includes Tarpaulin, Clothing’s, DM Kit, and food grains.
Based on the findings of the assessment report the relief items would be distributed among the affected
community. Line department, PHE, Municipalities also arranges for the pre stocking of materials which
includes, Bleaching powder, halogen tablets, ORS, Chlorine Tablets, Fodder, AVS etc.

DM Kits would be provided directly from the district of the state godowns in case of large scale damage.
Relief contingency would also be provided by the Sub-Division or district as per the needs and requirements
of Blocks and Municipalities.

Incident Response System/Team (Incident Commander)

The Department of Disaster Management has implemented IRS / IRT (Incident Response System/Team) to
address the Disaster situation and crisis arise out of it. Such teams have been developed in the District, Sub-
Divisions and Block. Similar teams have also been developed at the State level. The IRS/IRT was put to test on
September 5" and October 10" during the Tsunami and Earthquake Mock exercise at the District, Sub-
Divisions and Block level. All relief activities was conducted under the supervision of the incident commander
in District, Sub-Divisions and Block. Detailed roles and responsibility of the team leaders is attached at the
end of this chapter.

During disaster and following such situations there are case of damage, loss and mental trauma that
community faces. To address such situation various line departments assigned in the district, work in close
coordination and provide aid and assistance to the community peoples in coordination of the District
Disaster Management Department. Such cases and responses are as follows:

Role of line Department based on IRS/ IRT (Synoptic)

First Assessment Report

The first assessment report would be prepared by the Block in coordination with the Panchayat based on CA-
Il format. This would include the nature of disaster, loss of property, damage of the people, life lost,
infrastructure loss and the support that needs to be provided. This would be done by the damage
assessment team prepared in the block. BDMO will monitor the findings and take necessary steps in
coordination of BDO, SDO and Department of Disaster Management.
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Department of Health

Health department would initially provide assistance to the affected peoples from the community after any
disaster. The department would provide initial support of first aid along with transfer of people to the
nearest Block, Sub-Division or District hospital. Medical aid would also be made available to the relief camps
if needed. The Department would also assist in providing psychosocial help and assistance to the community
after disaster. Health department in coordination of the CMOH will conduct and assist psychosocial
assistance to the community affected by any disaster. This would be conducted on the counseling methods
and aim at providing trauma among the victims. If needed Dept. of health can also coordinate with NGO’s to
identify community and victims and refer them for psychosocial assistance. Requirement Powder, Halogen
tablet, ORS packet, Normal Saline, Ringer lactate, Injection AVS by the Department of health for immediate
address during disaster as preventive measures. Department of health would also arrange for additional beds
for the wounded and refer the critically injured to the nearest hospital for treatment. Arrangements for
preservation of dead bodies would also be initiated by the department. (See Annexure for Hospital List block
wise).

Department of Fire

Department of Fire would be among the first responders to reach to the site of the incident and help in
evacuation, rescue operations in the area. These operations would be in coordination with the other
agencies like, NDRF, Police, Civil Defence and Army/ BSF (if deployed). Rescues operations would also include
steps like: deporting the affected to nearest medical assistance point for immediate medical assistance, first
aid, evacuation, cordoning of the area etc. Fire department throughout the year in coordination with the
block would also conduct Mock exercise and awareness programmes in the Block, Sub-Division and District.

Department of Civil Defence

The Department of Civil Defence would in coordination of Fire, NDRF would rescue community members,
shift them to the nearest flood shelter, cyclone shelter/ MPCS after receiving early warning information from
the Block, Sub-Divisions, District. They would also assist in shelter management during the disaster period
along with providing of edibles (food, water) during this period in coordination with the blocks. In
coordination with the NDRF and Civil Defence search and rescue operations would also be executed if
needed based on the instructions of the incident commander of the block (BDO) and Sub-Division (SDO).
They would also assist line department in carrying out functions like animal vaccination, safe custody of the
animals and safety of the shelter with the local police, village committees and shelter management
committees. Civil Defence Department of North 24 Parganas is equipped with two (2) QRT (Quick Response
Team) vehicles which would move to the spot of incidence with team and equipment’s during any disaster
situation. Civil Defence throughout the year in coordination with the block conducts Mock exercise and
awareness programmes in the Block, Sub-Division and District. (See communication list for details of
divers).

NDRF (National Disaster Response Force)

NDRF is posted under Basirhat Sub-Division blocks from June to October every year as per order to address
flood situation if arise. NDRF team also conduct Mock exercise and awareness programmes in the Block, Sub-
Division and District throughout the year in coordination of the Blocks and Sub-Divisions. NDRF throughout
the year would assist in search and rescue operation, establish communication with the district and state
EOC through their dedicated communication link during any major disaster, evacuation of the community,
shelter management, and first aid with deporting the affected to the nearest hospital for medical aid during
and after disaster situation. During chemical and biological leakage in the District NDRF would help in
evacuation of the affected along with decontamination of the affected. NDRF through their specialized
scanners and treatment would also help in reduce the impact and refer the affected to the nearest medical
centers/ Hospitals. Army support from Eastern Command can be availed for the rescue operation in such
rescue plans.

Dept. of Animal Resources Development (See dept. plan for contact details)

The department of agriculture would look after the care and treatment of animals during and after disaster.
The department would keep resources of essential medicines, vaccines and would supply the same to the
affected area after declaring of disaster onset. The teams will arrange for quick diagnosis and effective
control measures against epidemic in effected area. The Block control teams would be under the supervision
of BLDO and will render Vetenary services. Aid and relief measures to the affected areas with the
consultation with the panchayat authorities and submit daily/weekly report the sector In-Charge for onwards
transmission to the district control room. The arrangements of fodder would be initiated from the
department by June 2020. The department would also make arrangements for the disposal and discarding of
carcass in coordination with the Blocks and Panchayats.

Dept. of Food and food Supplies

The Food and food supplied department would operate control room in the district during monsoon season.
(See dept. plan for control room details). Beside this additional arrangements is ensured that a minimum of
200 MT of rice is kept in each of the government go downs as rolling reserve stock. All the kerosene oil
agents of the district would keep 5 KL of kerosene oil as rolling reserve for monsoon season, once necessary
order in this regards is issued by the dept.

Dept. of Agriculture

The Department of agriculture would conduct damage assessment of the crops and land affected due to any
natural disaster. Based on the findings compensation as per the Govt. orders would be arranged. The
department would be also arranges and keep ready seeds for distribution and pre stocking of seeds for the
distribution among the affected families and communities. (See dept. plan for control room details).

Dept. of Horticulture

The Department of Horticulture of arranges and keeps ready seeds for distribution and pre stock seeds for
the distribution among the affected families and communities. These include seeds like:-Vindi (ladies figure),
Amaranths, Cucurbits, Brinjal, Chili, Palak, Radish, Cauliflower, Cabbage, Tomato, and Brinjal. (See dept. plan
for contact details).

P.H.E. DTE., Barasat Division

The P.H.E DTE division arranges and mitigates disaster situation by supply of drinking water. The department
has their vulnerability assessment of the area highly prone to water crisis and has pre stocking of the stocks
for immediate use after any disaster. This includes preparedness, pre disaster, during disaster and post
disaster for mitigation work. These includes supply of water from PHE to affected communities (Pouched
water/ through piped water), restoration of water supply points and tube wells, supply of water to Relief
shelters, Cyclone shelters, restoration of sanitation work in the community etc. The preparedness plan of the
department includes: - Ready with material & stock of Bleaching powder etc. at Divisional & Sub-Divisional
level, Water pouch, Tanker, Spout arrangement at nearby PWSS, collection of water disinfectants (Halogen
Tab, Chlorine tab, Bleaching powder). (See dept. plan for contact details).

Department of Fisheries

Department of Fisheries arranges and mitigates disaster situation. The department conducts vulnerability
assessment of the area affected and makes damage assessment of loss to the fishery. The same findings is
incorporated to the damage assessment report of the district. The department of fisheries would arranges
for boats and coordinates with the relief distribution in flood affected areas. The department arranges for
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supply of fishes and necessary compensations in the affected communities. (See dept. plan for contact
details).

Department of Forest

Department of Forest would conduct damage assessment of the loss the forest areas and the enclosures.

Department of Electricity of WBSEDCL

Department of electricity/Dept. of WBSEDCL opens 24 X 7 control room for addressing disaster in the district.
Along with this pre stocking of essential items are made for the addressing any power failure in the district/
blocks. The department also arranges for quick response van/ LT mobile vans with sufficient manpower at all
Customer Care Centre and HT mobile vans with sufficient manpower at all 33/11 KV Sub-Station are engaged
for day to day work and also meet up the emergency situation. (See dept. plan for contact details).

Department of Irrigation, & Waterways

Department of Irrigation conducts cleaning the water hyacinth in the different khals where necessary.
Cleaning and maintain of sluice gates is also done. Desiltation of rivers is among the major preparedness
activity done by the irrigation department. The department also provides rainfall reading from June to
October every year to the Department of Disaster Management North 24 Parganas along with river gauge
reading at 3 points, R.D Setu Bongaon, Gaighata Road Bridge and Gobardanga Road Bridge through
Bidyadhari Irrigation Dept. These data are later disseminated to Sub-Divisions and Blocks “everyday”,
warning or signs for flooding with movement of community to nearest highland if danger level of river is
crossed. (See dept. plan for contact details).

Department of Transport

Department will arrange for transportation in forms of trucks, busses and other vehicles for rescue and relief
work in the district.
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Chapter 8: Reconstruction, Rehabilitation and Recovery Measures

The Relief, Reconstruction, Rehabilitation and Recovery measures of the district would be monitored by the
Directorate of the respective departments involved in coordination of the District Disaster Management
Section. District Magistrate (Incident Commander) would provide guidelines on the type of assistance should
be provided and the quantity based on the need assessment report from the affected areas.

The Reconstruction, Rehabilitation and Recovery Measures of the District would be done based on the findings
of the Damage Assessment Team in the affected Blocks, Panchayat, Municipalities and Corporations based on
CA-ll report. This would be done on the, needs of the community. The Line departments would be responsible
for the restoration of the livelihood and the infrastructure of the community.

Immediate Measures:-
The Department of Disaster Management provides essential services to the community. These includes;-

e Special GR (Rice),

e Normal GR (Wheat),

e (CashGR

e Tarpaulin for shelter,

e ER (Economic Rehabilitations) for financially instable communities to start new livelihood options.

e HB (House Building Grant) for damage due to natural calamity or accidental fire.

e Ex Gratia Grant to the next of kin of the deceased in cases of death by lightning, snake bite, drowning,
fire accident, building/house collapse, tree falling etc.

e Provision for distribution of Clothing’s, blankets and

e DM kit.

e Clothing Materials (Saree, Dhoti, Lungi, Children Garments, Male wrapper etc).

Agriculture, Horticulture and Animal husbandry department would be responsible for the restoration of the
livelihood of the community and providing support. This activity can also be carried out by the support of
NGO’s through their respective programme, if so deemed by the District authority with movement through
proper channel, with all knowledge of the District and Blocks of such relief activities. Proving insurance
grants/claims for damaged crop etc.

For reconstruction of the houses which are damaged the provision for HB Grant (House Building Grant)
allotment is made. The Grant is for those, whose houses have been damaged partially and fully.
Recommendation and assessment report would assess the amount to be sanctioned as per the damage.
Vulnerable communities are given major focus under the scheme.

The damage assessment would also formulate the need for intervention for long term and short term relief
measures. Respective Government Line Department would formulate assistance plans and programmes as per
the need of the communities affected both from Disaster Management Department and Line Departments.

The Reconstruction and Rehabilitation work are also carried out by various line departments and government
schemes which are done for both long term and short term programmes. These includes:-

Short term programmes:-

e Training of SHG groups on alternative livelihood and Natural Resource Management like seasonal
Nursery raising, manure production by Agriculture Department.

e Training of IBS beneficiary under MGNREGS on DRR techniques on kitchen gardening by MGNREGA
CELL/ P&RD.

e Training of farmers club on rice intensification techniques, saline variety paddy cultivation Agriculture
Department by agriculture and horticulture department.
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Awareness generation on different alternative livelihood government schemes like embroidery,
mobile technologies GP Block Level.

Raised platforms as evacuation points under MGNREGA.

Repairing of roads, channels clearing activities under MGNREGA, by GP’s.

Repairing of embankments with piling process under MGNREGS.

Pond renovation and land shaping activities for IBS and beneficiaries by MGNREGS.

Road side plantation/ household plantation schemes from Panchayat G.P / Agriculture Dept/ Block.

Long term programmes:-

Water testing/ disinfection of tube wells PHED/ GP/ Block.

Training of water user group or to be well care taker repairing of tube wells by PHED /Block.
Installation of temporary tube wells in flood prone areas by G.P. / Block/ PHED.

Installation of temporary community latrines by Block under NBA.

Non Structural

Mason/carpenter/engineer training on construction pattern by MGNREGA/ IAY.
Training on, tube well repairing by PHED/ Block.

Trainings on sanitary mart under NBA.

Construction of shelter under IAY.

Construction of tube wells with raised platform by PHED/ block/ G.P.

Construction of cyclone and flood shelter under PMNRF/ NCRMP in guidance of PWD.

Livelihood activities

(Structural) New concrete road construction by PWD/Block/ PMGSY.

Mangrove plantation in approach/ embankment Under MGNREGS/ G.P/ Block/ Agriculture
department.

Canal clearing and installation of sluice gates by irrigation dept.

Maintenance of roads and building of new roads under PWD.

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Chapter 9: Financial Resources for implementation of DDMP

The budget for the District Disaster Management Section is provided as and when required from the State.
These includes for immediate relief assistance in form of:

HB (House Building) Grant,

ER (Economic Rehabilitation) Grant,

Ex Gratia Fund for Death due to disaster like as Drowning, wall collapsed, Snake Bites, lighting,
house/building collapse etc.

Funds are sanctioned by NDRF/ SDRF.

Funds are provided for Restoration and Reconstruction work on following grounds:

Agriculture and Horticulture crops, Animal husbandry, Fishery and fishermen’s, Handlooms and Handicrafts
units, for reconstruction of roads, bridges, drinking water supply, irrigation, power restoration, school, PHC,
community assets, panchayat building repair etc.

State also sanctions fund for the generation of Awareness Programmes in the blocks, along with the funds to
conduct Mock Exercises. These funds are used for mitigation of Disaster in the community and at the same
time generation of awareness among the community on disaster and mitigation measures.

Under SDRF funds the provisions are there for reconstruction work under the Sundarban region after any
major disaster and the damage it has caused.

Respective line department also uses their funds for the implementation of DRR activities in the block
through their regular programmes and works during and after disaster.

Funds have also been used for preparedness means in form of construction of Multipurpose Cyclone shelters
under PMNRF, NCRMP - Il, construction of Flood shelters and Relief go downs in blocks. Funds have been
also provided for repair and reconstruction of present shelters and relief go downs. Funds are also provided
for upgrading of the EOC at Block, Sub-Division and District level.

Funds are provided for maintaince and upkeep for running the EOC 24 X7 days and QRT Teams.

Relief Contingency funds are provided on timely basis for immediate emergency needs in Block, Sub-
Divisions and District level.

Funds are provided for observance of DRR days like NDDR and UNDRR and generation of awareness.
Funds for conducting major mock drills like Tsunami and Earthquake Mock Exercise are also provided.

Besides these Funds are provided on emergency basis as and when required.

This Financial Year 2020-21 the following expenses will be is estimated to be incurred for training and
mock drill.

22 Blocks 3 Mock Drill/ awareness programme per year total 66 Mock drill and Awareness

25 Municipalities 2 Mock Drill/ awareness programme per year total 50 Mock drill & Awareness

Cost to be incurred per mock drill Rs. 20,000/- Totaling to Rs. 23,20,000/-

Chapter 10: Procedure and methodology for monitoring, evaluation, updation
and maintenance of DDMP

The Block would review the BDMP (Block Disaster Management Plan), GPDMP (Gram Panchayat Disaster
management Plan) annually and submit the same to the District Disaster Management section under Section
31 (4). The District Disaster Management Department would compile the same and same with the Disaster
Management Plan of the line department and formulate the DDMP (District Disaster Management Plan).

The DDMP once formulated would be monitored/reviewed by District Magistrate, Additional District
Magistrate (Disaster Management), Officer in Charge (Disaster Management), District Disaster Magistrate
Officer (DDMO) and would be passed as plan for the year. The DDMP will be monitored by the District Disaster
Management Department and implementation of it during disaster/ disaster like situations in collaboration of
all line departments.

Post-disaster evaluation mechanism for DDMP would be done by the respective Block Disaster Management
Department of blocks affected and the Line department respectively. Based on the findings submitted by
them, the recovery and relief measures would take place.

Schedule for updation of DDMP: Regular updation process for the DDMP, reflecting sections that need
updation at various intervals as per the need and changes in the communication and mitigation plan under
Section 31 (7) is carried throughout by the District.

Once the plan is submitted, by the district under section 31 (6), as directed, the SDMA (State Disaster
Management Authority) would upload it to the web-site of the department for reference and use and also for
reference of the common masses and other agencies.

Process of evaluation the DDMP

Conducting mock drills at District, Sub-division levels, and Block is important for the district as per approved
Mock exercise calendar. It would ensure that all stakeholders understand their roles and responsibilities
clearly and understand the population size and needs of vulnerable groups involving them in the actual
exercise as per the plan made by the respective department. It would also help to test the effectiveness of the
plans prepared. Based on feedback from such simulation exercises, the plans will have to be revised and
capacity would be enhanced to fill the gaps. While indicating the mock exercise plan of action, it is essential to
list down. Such exercise is done in form of Tsunami Mock exercise every year.

Testing of plan through mock exercises.
The Responsible agencies for organizing district drills

The Sub-Division Disaster Management Department and the Block Disaster Management Department would
conduct training and awareness programmes in the blocks as per the guidelines of the District Disaster
Management Department This would be based on the scheduled prepared by the blocks in coordination of the
line departments participating in the mock exercise. Respective department will arrange for the necessary
equipment’s needs for organizing the training and mock exercise in the block.

Process of monitoring and gap evaluation

Training and updation of knowledge is been provided by the ATI (Administrative Training Institution), NDMA,
NIDM to the DDMO, SDDMO and BDMO on regular basis, along with the Disaster Professional in the district to
formulate and monitor the plans of the district. Trainings are been provided on a regular basis to familiarize
one with the changing trends in disaster mitigation and planning in the state and block level based on the DMP
and National guidelines for the evaluation and monitoring process.
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Chapter 11: Coordination Mechanism for implementation of IRS for DDMP

The District Disaster Management Department will coordinate and monitor the DDMP in coordination of the
line department. Coordination would be done by the Department in relation to the needs and support of the
concern department as per the IRS guidelines. This would be done same for the NGO’s, CBO’s and agencies for
the District. Coordination would be a holistic one both at the District and Block level during disaster.

The District, Sub-Divisions and Blocks have developed Incident Response Teams (IRT) in this context. Based on
Incident Response Team/system the coordination mechanism is reframed and planned systematically.
Designated roles and responsibilities have been allotted as per the guidelines of IRT. Each designated teams
would coordinate with the district and the concern blocks during disaster and help in the mitigation process.
The roles and responsibility of the teams is mentioned as follows:-

Incident Commander: - The IC is the over all in charge for management of onsite response to any incident.
S/he will obtain the information, identify priorities, activate IRT, orient Incident Action Plan (IAP), establish
contact with line departments, ensure systematic monitoring ensure coordination among different sections,
ensure availability of equipment’s and instruments and perform all such necessary duties to minimize loss of
life and property by strengthening response mechanism. The respective Incident Commander or Deputy
Incident Commander will carry out the whole operation along with the teams under him/her.

Deputy Incident Commander: - The DIC will perform as supporting commanding officer of the IC, depending
upon the magnitude and nature of the incident. S/he may mutually share some of the responsibilities with IC
as per situation to minimize loss of life and property.

Safety officer: - S/he is responsible for taking all necessary measures for assuring safety of responders and to
anticipate hazardous and unsafe situation and review it regularly, support the IC for preparing IAP by
reviewing safety implications, obtain details of incident areas and report to authorities, maintain records of
various activities performed in the IRS. Perform such other duties assigned by IC.

Information officer: - Prepare and release information about the incident to the media agencies and other
with the approval of IC Jot down decision taken and direction issued, monitoring and review of various media
reports and support IC for planning, coordinate with IMD and collect weather information and disseminate to
all concern and maintain record of various activities performed in the IRS. Perform such other duties as
assigned by the IC.

Liaison officer: - S/he is the focal point of contact for all line department, agencies, PRI and ULBs participating
in response. S/he will carry out liaison with all concern departments/ agencies including NDRF, armed force
and will monitor current or potential inter — agency problems and will try to mitigate of those in consultation
with IC.

Chief of Operation Section: - S/he is responsible for directing the required tactical actions to meet incident
objectives. Management of disaster may not immediately require activation of all branches, section and
groups. Expansion of the OS depends on the enormity of the situation and number of different types and kinds
of functional groups required in the response management. Perform such other duties as assign by the IC.

Chief planning section: -S/he is responsible for collection, evaluation and display of incident information,
maintaining and tracking resources, preparing the incident action plan (IAP), other necessary incident related
documentation. S/he will assess the requirement of additional resources, proposes from where it can be
mobilized and keep IC informed. This section also prepares the demobilization plan. Perform such other duties
as assign by the IC.

Chief of Finance and Administration section: - S/he is responsible for managing all financial aspect of response
management. The section will ensure quick and effective procurement by maintain the proper procedure and
need to keep all records of procured items. S/he will also ensure scrutiny of cost involved and examine records
a per government norms. Perform such other duties as assign by the IC.
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Respective BDMOQ's of the block would coordinate and follow up activities, linkages with the Task force civil
defense team and coordinate inter and intra block and village during and pre disaster situation as per the IRS
team formations in the block level.

As per the (Section 41 of the DM Act 2005); local authorities coordinate and formulate the implementation
plan in the District. Through the Blocks and PRI will coordinate and implement the DDMP in the blocks. The
local authority also plays a predominant role in time of relief distribution and coordinate and implementation
of relief programme. Local authorities/ PRI with the Block Disaster Management Department would also take
active part in Carcass disposal of the dead and also provide assistance to coordinate and implementation of
government programmes for long term mitigation measures. The others roles which will be performed by PRI
Members would include: Management of committees (Health, damage, rehabilitation, shelter etc.).

Additional District Magistrate (Disaster Management), Officer in Charge (Disaster Management) and District
Disaster Management Officer, DDMO would be the authorized persons to coordinate and monitor the
recovery programmes in the district along with BDMO in the blocks as per IRS guidelines.

Linkage with DDMPs of neighboring districts

The linkage with the neighboring district is to be set up. Any major case of disaster concerning the inter district
relations would be looked after the SDMA and concern department by the directions in the State. In these
cases the neighboring district would provide support for man power, inventory resources (boats, earthmoving
equipment’s, Ambulances) if needed and asked for. There will also be a coordination for inter district in times
of flood and release of flood waters with the irrigation department.

These are made
based on the functioning of Emergency Support Function (ESF) groups and IRS. Depending on the hazard
profile and level of exposure the district should decide in a participatory way the number of ESF
covering all the above. The SOPs would briefly describe the following:

Definition of disaster situations

A disasteris a serious disruption of the functioning of a community or a society involving
widespread human, material, economic or environmental loss and impacts, which exceeds the
ability of the affected community or society to cope using its own resources.

Action on receipt of warning and warning dissemination

IMD, INCOIS (warning message dissemination to State EOC),

State EOC will disseminate the message to the District EOC, and District EOC to Sub-Division
EOC, Block EQOC,

Sub-Division EOC, Block EOC, to the Corporation, Municipality, GP, Ward, Villages,

District, Sub-Division and Block Incident commander to receive the message and disseminate
information received from Disaster Management Section to Panchayat and Municipalities.

All Incident commander to form the teams as per the guidelines and need of the situations.

Process to access financial and technical resources (departments and stakeholders) for
emergency response;

State Disaster Management Department, will sanction funds for relief and rehabilitation work as
per the requirements sent by the District Disaster Management Section. This would be based on
the damage and loss assessment in the blocks, municipalities and corporation. Funds will be
sent to the:

Sub-Division Disaster Management Departments and

Block Disaster Management Department.

District, Sub-Divisions, Blocks have identified resources and materials which would be used for
the primary/ immediate rescue work.

For external help and support district would coordinate with State EOC.

Roles and responsibilities of the department and stakeholders in emergency response;
Disaster Management Department at the District, Sub-Division and Block will coordinate the
rescue and relief operations. The Incident commanders will look after the overall monitoring of
such operations and report it to the higher authority. Reporting and documentation of the work
will be done at this level.

The operations heads of the various units will monitor the operations and report to the incident
Commander.

Rescue work will be primarily done by: - Civil Defence, Police, Fire dept., NDRF, Coast guard and
army (if deployed).

Respective line departments will conduct relief and rescue operations as per the guidelines of
the Incident Commander. (Check chapter 7 for roles of department).

Local police and HAM radio will provide additional support in case of communication failure at
the site of the incidence and help in coordination of the departments.

Information management and dissemination strategy;

The information Management would be carried out the “Information Officer” at the District,
Sub-Division and Block under the supervision of the Incident commander. All the
Communications would be made by the Sub-Division and Block in this regard and would be
passed on the Documentation unit for documentation purpose. The Information officer will also
arrange for press/ media briefing for the Incident Commander in coordination with the
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respective Disaster Management Department at District, Sub-Division and Block level.

12.6 Media management strategy during emergency response;
e District Magistrate (Incident Commander), Additional District Magistrate (Disaster Management)

(Deputy Incident Commander) in coordination with the District Disaster Management
Department and the Line Department of the government. Sub-Divisions and Blocks will follow
the same procedure with the respective Disaster Management Departments at their end.

e DICO will arrange press briefings and update the same with the media for the district.

12.7 Request for state government assistance
e District Magistrate (Incident Commander), Additional District Magistrate (Disaster Management)

(Deputy Incident Commander), will coordinate with the State for assistance in form of grants,
external support, and resource assistance as per the damage and loss assessment of the
incident.

12.8 Relief and Rehabilitation Norms (Standards) Emergency Response/ Support Functions:

12.8.1

Evacuation

With the information received at the Sub-Division and Block level immediate evacuation would
take place. Such teams would be led by:

SDDMO at Sub-Division level and BDMO at Block level, Evacuation would primarily be carried out
by:-

Civil Defence, Police, Fire department, Panchayat/ Corporations and Municipalities and for large
scale disaster:-

NDRF, SDRF, Coast Guard, Army/ BSF (if deployed),

Search and Rescue

Search and Rescue work would be carried out by:-

NDRF, SDRF, Civil Defence Department, Civil Defence, (Divers)Police (Local Police), SAP 6%
Battalion Barrackpore for incidences of drowning, Fire Department, Coast Guard,

Army Eastern Command (Chemical, Biological, Radiological cases).

Note: -No Civilians, persons from any CBO, NGO, G.P, Municipality would get involved in the search and
rescue operation in the affected area. If so would be in supervision of the safety officer with knowledge

of th
Civil
supp

e Incident Commanders.
Defence would provide primary medical aid and move them to the nearest medical point for
ort.

12.8.3 Cordoning the area

District Magistrate (Incident Commander), on receiving of information would ask the Block Incident
Commander in case of Block area or the Sub-Divisional Incident Commander in case of Municipality
to cordon the area immediately with the help of Civil Defence Volunteers. The Police of the Local
P.S would assist in the work along with the local fire stations.

SDDMO in case of Sub-Division and BDMO in case of Block would update the District on the status
of cordoning of the area.

For major cases or incidences NDRF, SDRF, Army would assist the local authority in the cordoning
process.

Coastal P.S and Coast guard would help in the cordoning of the area, Ferry Ghats, Jetty Ghats after
any Tsunami threat or alert in the riverine blocks. Also to make ensure that people do not use Ferry
or Jetty services in this time and also by help of fisheries department would call back fishermen
venturing in the deep sea.

In corporation area the Local Police Station and Fire would cordon the area along with the Civil
Defence Volunteers.

For Chemical, Biological And Radiological incidences in Airport, CISF would cordon the area until the
NDRF decontamination team arrives and ensure that no civilians or employees of the airport
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authority enters the premises of chemical leakage. Also to ensure that people who are affected are
stopped and only to move out after decontamination is done.

In cases of flood panchayat and municipalities would ensure that the areas inundated are well
marked at the entry and exit points for avoiding cases of drowning under flood water has subsided
to a safe level.

Municipalities/ corporations would ensure that heritage houses, buildings under their jurisdictions
which is in a depleting state and declared dangerous is evacuated and no residents until further
orders and instructions of the said.

Note: - No Civilians would enter the prohibited place marked as vulnerable or risk prone in after any
disaster. Markings would be made as signage for such actions along with use of sirens, megaphones for
public awareness.

12.8.4 Traffic control

12.8.5

Police Department will make necessary arrangements to block roads, traffic movement/diversion,
inspection of vulnerable bridges etc. Creation of special corridors to keep the roads clear, for
transporting the wounded to the nearest hospitals etc.

Traffic wing in metropolitan towns and Commissionerate, (would perform the same functions as
above)

NDRF/ SDRF near spot of incident along with local police administration.

Civil Defense along with police at various points and incident areas.

Law and order and safety measures

The law and order would be insured by the Police department primarily. This would include safety of
the affected persons in disaster in various relief camps, cyclone shelters, open grounds where shelter
has been taken during incidences of earthquake. This would ensure safety of women and children in
the camps and safety of valuables.

Civil Defence would provide assistance maintaining law and order and safety in the rescue shelters.
Shelter Management Committee MPCS Maintaince and Management Committees would assist the
Police and Civil Defence in the work. Block and Sub-Division incident commander can also assist PRI if
needed for maintaince of law and order.

Police would ensure that the relief items have safety while being transported to affected areas with
safety while storage and distribution. This would be under the coordination of the procurement unit
and the Incident Commander.

Dead body disposal (Number of persons with disabilities who died or were seriously
injured in disasters)

The Incident Commander in coordination of the search and rescue unit would transport the bodies to
nearest hospital for preservations.

Hospitals will arrange for preservation of the bodies of the unidentified victims.

Hospitals, police, NRDF and Block, Sub-Divisions would arrange for body bags or tarpaulin sheets for
the same.

Blocks, Municipality and Corporation would arrange for disposal of bodies and arrange for round the
clock services for the same and the places maintenance in coordination with the line department.
Hospitals and health services would include: Issue of speedy death certificate in these cases with
Post-mortem report of the deceased next of kin. Police will issue the police certificate in such cases.

12.8.7 Carcass disposal

Carcass includes bodies of dead animals, birds etc. This includes Carcass Disposal Team of the Block
(PRI), Block Animal Resource Department, Municipalities and Corporations. These teams would
ensure that:

Places is designated for disposal/ burial of the animals. Such places would be on high ground which is
least affected by flood or is inundated by water nor, near to any water body (Lakes, river, pond etc.)
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e Proper disinfecting of the area. Human and stray animal’s intervention is least.

e Animal resource department to keep record of the carcass disposal that has taken place and report
to the respective incident commander.

e Ensure that no such carcasses in disposed in canal or rivers by the community.

Standard Operating Procedure for Flood/ Cyclone/ Tsunami
With the onset of summer in the southern hemisphere there are instances of Storm (Kalbaishakhi) which is

prevalent throughout the year till December every year. The district faces cyclonic winds every year during
this period. Besides, there is a threat of Tsunami round the year. To address these incidences the following
SOP is being adopted.
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With the onset of any cyclonic storm or storm like situation in this area there is constant vigil of weather
condition from the District and State EOC. On the receiving of message this would be passed on to the Sub-
divisions, Blocks, Corporation and Municipality and ask to disseminate the message at the ground level.
Concern SDO and BDO under the supervision of the his/her will form the incident command post and
disseminate the messages to the line department and ask them to report the Incident command post. In
this phase the following actions would be performed.

e A Block/ Sub-Division level control room would be made functional at this phase. Respective
Disaster Management offices of Block/ Sub-Divisions would monitor the process and communicate
with the District and District with the State. Provide all clear message to after threat passed.

e Respective Civil Defence units would be called and ask to evacuate the areas which is going to be
affected as per the early warning disseminated by IMD, INCOIS.

e Irrigation and Fishery department would be called and ask to call back fishermen and people
venturing in the seas.

e Police and Fire would initiate the evacuation process with Civil Defence and police would be asked
to set up communication system via wireless in the incident area and with Sub-Division and Block.

e Move the people to the nearest shelter marked with the areas. (List attached).

e Arrangement for the cattle and cattle shed in this region would be done by ARD.

e Make arrangements for the Food in shelter and cattle along with fresh/pure drinking water. Food
and Supplies department would coordinate on this issues.

e BHOH and health units would be asked to set up camps and provide primary aid to the injured and
refer them to the nearest hospital. Ambulances and vehicles for the same would be arranged by
the BMOH, SDO and BDO.

e NDRF would be informed and asked to be deployed in the affected areas by the District Disaster
Management Department.

e Irrigation would be asked to keep resources and manpower ready and quickly respond to any
breach on the embankments in quick time.

e Local PRI/ULB bodies would be asked to coordinate and provide basic support in form of manpower
in the affected areas.

e Police would keep track of the law and order situation in the area and also help in identification of
dead bodies and shifting it to the nearest hospitals and morgues.

o After the onset of disaster based on the Calamity Assessment report there would be relief
measures taken from the Block and Sub-Divisional level. This would be in form of Food items,
Shelter and rehabilitation.

e PRI/ULB would make necessary arrangements for disposal of bodies and carcasses.

o The Safety officer and Logistic unit would provide necessary guidelines and Safety of the rescue
staff. Logistic unit would provide necessary arrangements of Fooding and shelter for the teams.

e Documentation units would document the whole process.

Standard Operating Procedure for Earthquake

The district of North 24 Parganas is mostly vulnerable to earthquake. The district falls under Zone IIl and
Zone IV. The Most vulnerable blocks are Sandeshkhali-l & I, Minakhan, Hasnabad, Haroa and parts of
Basirhat-l & Il. Rest of the District comes under Zone lll. Being highly congested district calamities from any
major earthquake is at high risk. The district has conducted mock drill on the 10th of October in this
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concern at Gaighata Block under Bongaon Sub-Division. Though there has not being any major earthquake
in this district in last 20 years but there has been cases where tremors have been felt in the recent past.

With the onset of earthquake in any block or municipality the following steps would be adopted:-

e The concern administration would contact the District administration and inform the incident.

e Local police, CDV, fire and local community would be informed and start immediate search and
rescue work for the affected community.

e QRT vehicles with CDV teams would be asked to reach to the affected blocks and areas.

e NDRF would be called for large scale damage and death.

e CMOH and other hospitals (Pvt.) in this concern would be kept at alert and refer the wounded to
these hospitals.

e Control rooms will be activated with presence of RT operators for communication with the district
EOC.

e Public announcements would be made and peoples would be asked to stay outdoors for next few
hours.

e Temporary camps would be opened in open areas where houses have collapsed or damaged from
the earthquake.

e Police administration would be asked to keep safe custody of the materials and belongings.

e Hospitals would be asked to take necessary measures for preservation of the bodies until claimed
by their family members in collaboration with hospitals and morgues.

e PHE, Electricity department and Municipalities would be asked to restore essential services in the
affected areas after proper checking and verification.

e |Immediate relief would be provided based on the damage assessment report in forms of food
articles, tarpaulins and clothing.

e Blocks, Municipalities and Corporations would check the damage structures and move the
residents to the nearest shelter to avoid further casualties.

Major gaps from the Mock Drill of earthquake

e All the resources + manpower were kept on spot of the mock drill as estimated time of arrival /
response could not be estimated.

e School children rescued were put in other school building which is unsafe during any earthquake
situations.

e RT communication of HAM was a not strong and communications was not provided clearly. Had to
depend on police RT Set.

e Response time was good but not practical in nature.

e Only one satellite phone was present in the district communication was difficult in that case.

e Since the district has limited HAM Radio operators it is a matter of time constraint to get firsthand
information if network failure takes place. HAM radio operator’s arrival would make
communication possible in that case.

Standard Operating Procedure for Chemical Gas Leakages and Radiological Leakages

The district is vulnerable to chemical, biological and gas leakages. The presence of vast industrial belt in this
region makes the district most vulnerable to any chemical or gas leakages.
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The first responder to any gas leakage in this region would be addressed by Fire Department and respective
fire stations under this district. The incident would be further addressed by Army columns Barrackpore and
NDRF units under this region.

On the onset of the disaster Incident commander will call the line departments (Fire, Police, army and NDRF)
and ask them to report to the spot. The message would be sent to the District for necessary support if
needed from state and NDRF. Necessary arrangement to call the local health units and ambulances and ask
them to reach to the spot.

Role of Fire Department:-

e Observe wind Direction.

e Appliances which will be deployed for the above mention operation must be kept 200 yards from the
effective substance against the wind direction

e Check for gas/chemical leakage.

e Cordon the area through lowering line.

e Do not light a candle or other flame burning substances.

e Inform supply emergency (health and medical teams)

e Check the nature of chemical / gas. If dilatable in water then upgrade the drainage system like
ammonia, if chlorine there must be lime in the main absorbable substance.

e Prepare report and passing on to other units engaged in the rescue work.

e Neutralize the effect of chemical on primary level.

Role of Police Department:-

e The police department would cordon the area and restrict any unauthorized person to enter into the
area of gas leakages from a safe distance.

e Would evacuate the residents or workers from the site and refer the sick and affected to the
hospital.

e Public awareness/ Miking for the community people and ask not to move out of homes and for
evacuation if needed.

e lLodge case of negligence against the owner and take necessary steps proceedings.

Role of NDRF

e NDRF will provide decontamination of the area and provide decontamination of the affected.

e After medical checkup send the affected to the nearest hospital for medical checkup and treatment.

e Make necessary arrangements for decontamination of serious cases/ victims and make provisions to
be sent to the hospital.

Role of District Administration

e The district would communicate with the line department and collect information of such
information and sent it to the state.

e Make necessary provisions of clothing materials for contaminated patient affected by radiological
leakages and provide them these before shifting them to the hospitals.

e Provide logistic support for teams working in such cases.

Role of Medical team

e The medical team would provide first aid to the affected before shifting to hospital.
e Make necessary arrangement for hospital beds and care units isolated from other patients.
e Provide ambulances for the transportation of the victims of such incidences.
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Role of CISF for gas leakage at the Airport:

e Cordon the area and inform fire and NDRF.

e Ensure the closure of the area.

e Provide for water and open spaces where the affected can be shifted and decontamination would
take place.

e Keep the surroundings clean and open and a band any movement of cargo, freight or shipment.

o Keep watch of lighting of fire and any inflammable substances in the area.

e Keep contact with Airport P.S and surrounding area P.S for keeping area under control and
evacuation if needed.

e Maintain law and order in the area of airport.

e Communicate with the district authority for help and assistance.

Standard Operating Procedure for Terrorist Attack

The district of North 24 Parganas Between 23°15'2”and 22°11’6”North latitude and 89°5’ and 88°2’ East
longitudes in the South-Eastern part of West Bengal. It is the largest district in terms of population
adjacent to the state capital of Kolkata. It has a population of 10,082,852 as per census 2011 with total area
of 4094 Sq. (4.61% of the State). 2182 people per sq. with the rise and thick density of population there
huge threat of terrorist activity and strike.
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The reasons the district is most vulnerable to terrorist activity:-

Huge population for causing casualties and mass damage.

Economic capital of the state after Kolkata with major head offices of various offices, government
organization, central offices, etc.

Major centers of public amusements like central park, Eco Park, Nicco Park, Acquatica, Malls,
Cinema halls etc.

Major communication route of route connecting Kolkata to North Bengal and North East States of
India.

Major railway route from Sealdah and Kolkata station. It has also international railway route
connecting Kolkata station to Dhaka.

NSCBI airport is the communication link with the other states and internationally.

Major communication centers and research institutes in the Salt Lake sector V area.

Areas of worship like Dashineshwar Temple, Puja Pandal etc.

Cantonment area of Barracpore and Dumdum.

Industrial hubs of Barrackpore.

Cross border terrorism etc.

Communal rights and tensions arising from terrorist activity

Major threat in these centers areas:-

Police:-

Major threats includes Hijacking of airplane,
Attack on places of mass gathering in the area.
Attack on army cantonments

Attack on railway lines stations and highway.
Attack on IT hubs of Salt lake area.

Hospitals and Nursing homes

Standard operation procedure to neutralize the threat

After the attack incident report on any spot local police would be among the first responder to address any

threat. The police would

Cordon the area and remove the by passers of any threat of attack or injury.

Communication with the hostile group and neutralize the impact.

Negotiate with the Hostile groups and release of hostages if any.

Make preliminary identification of the weapons and strength of the Hostile groups in the
operation.

Collect route map, floor map of building or area that would be supported to external agencies.

The police would contact the District Administration (District Magistrate) and ask additional
support from state and armed forces for combat.

Respected Commissioner Barrackpore and Bidhannagar would be in touch with the District
Magistrate and report the same to the Chief Minister’s office and Home Department. For large
scale damage and treat the State would contact with Home Ministry for necessary action in this
regard.

Deployment of Army and Special Forces would be initiated accordingly.

Role of Civil Defence:

“Civil Defence” includes any measures, not amounting to actual combat, for affording protection to any

person,

property, place or thing in India or any part of the territory thereof against any hostile attack,
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whether from air, land, sea or other places, or, for depriving any such attack of the whole or part of its

effect, whether such measures are taken before, during, at or after the time of such attack. Civil Defence

volunteers in this situations would provide:

Basic medical aid to the wounded and affected.

Would deport the wounded to the nearest hospital.

Would provide additional support after all clear report from the armed forces (of any risk out of
bomb blast risk) and conduct search and rescue work from damage structures.

Would help in identification of dead and deceased persons and report it to the responsible
authority.

Keep in contact with the district administration and perform law and order duty in the sites of
incident.

The department of health would keep in contact with the police and district administration and perform

the following duty:

Ask the local police stations after receiving the information of attack and ask to deploy additional
police force posted in at the hospital.

CMOH of the two health district (Barasat and Basirhat) would ask the police out post to stay at
vigil at the hospitals.

Would CMOH and his team would keep in contact with the local police stations and keep ready of
Ambulances, Operation theatre and arrange for additional beds.

Keep ready for facility of decontamination and body bath at hospital.

Additional systems like keeping of morgue ready and body identification mechanism ready for
quick handover of the dead body.

Arrange for necessary medicine and blood for immediate treatment.

Keep additional support hospitals informed for shifting of the injured by referral.

District Information and Cultural Office:-

The DICO would perform the following functions:

Ensure that the news circulated by the media houses are well monitored and tracked.

Ensure that the news disseminated are not communal in nature and does not lead to any
communal tension in the other parts of the district or state.

Keep track of the information from the site of the information and send it to the District
Administration, Chief Ministers Office and Home Department.

Provide safety of the media persons and valuable safety inputs.

Fire Department:-
The Department of fire would perform the following functions:-

1. Fire stations would be kept alert of the situations and respond to the incident site in case of any
casualties and fire incident.
2. Would evacuate the site and report the wounded to the nearest health care unit with help of local
police station and civil Defence volunteers along with NDRF and Army if deployed.
Air Force:-

The Air force unit would provide the following support:

CISF (Central industrial security forces):-
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For major attack at the Airport at NSCBI the CISF would be in charge of the incident and make necessary
actions as per the SOP maintained by them. Airport PS will keep vigil over the exterior boundary of the
Airport.

For Major fire incident the Airport Fire department would take necessary steps to mitigate the fire.
NDRF:

The NDRF would provide support in the following ways:
1. Rescue people from damaged building, which collapsed due to terrorist activity.

2. Provide decontamination of the affected of any Chemical, Biological and Chemical attack.
3. Referthe affected to the nearest hospital.
4. Provide first aid treatment to the affected and wounded.
5. Cordoning of the area.
Railways:-

The Department of Railways would take necessary steps to mitigate the terrorist activity in any major
station:
1. The Station Master and Staff would make immediate announcement for evacuation of the
situation.
RPF would make sure that the situation control and safe evacuation is made.
Call the local police for additional support.
Report the dead and wounded to nearest health centers or railway hospital.
Use RPF bomb and dog squad for identification of explosive articles.
Resume the railway connection and connectivity.
Release list of the dead and injured.
Open railway control room.

Report and run the control room in the district level.

Keep contact vigil over the situation and report and document the incident.
Provide support in form of cloths and dress materials to the victims.

Standard Operating Procedure for Railway Accident, North 24 Parganas District

Railways network under North 24 Parganas

The railway communication is well spread in the district of North 24 Parganas. Railway is said to be the
lifeline in the district connecting the district to the state headquarters of Kolkata and to the neighboring
districts. Dumdum, Barasat, Barrackpore are among the few vital stations under this route. The railway
communication is under the district comes under Sealdah Division and is under the eastern railway zone.
The spread of the railways from Bidhannagar in the south to Hasnabad in the east, Kalyani and Bongaon in
the north. The Total distance covered under this route is 186 Kms. The metro railway is also been set up to
connect the areas of the district to Kolkata in the near future. Railways commuters in the district is more
than 6 Lakhs per day, thus the railway security and preparedness for any accident in in high priority. The
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Barasat Kalyani route is among the most vital route for passing of vital trains like Rajdhani, Duranto,
Satabdi and fright carrying goods vehicle.

Railway Disaster Definition:

Railway Disaster is a serious train accident or an untoward event of grave nature, either on Railway
premises or arising out of railway activity in that area, due to natural or man-made causes, that may lead to
loss of many lives and/or grievous injuries to a large number of people, and/or severe disruption of traffic,
necessitating large scale help from other Government/Non-government and Private Organizations.

Authority to declare a Disaster on Railways:

Railway Board has also approved to nominate GMs, AGMs or CSOs (when GM/AGM are not available) for
declaring an untoward incident as Railway Disaster. With the adoption of the above definition of railway
disaster, it needs to be appreciated that not only a serious train accident may turn into the railway disaster,
if not handled managed properly, there may be more railway related events which may not even involve
human lives but may turn into disasters for which necessary prevention and mitigation measures are to be
taken by the railways beforehand. Zonal Railways will ensure that prevention, mitigation, preparedness,
rescue and relief related issues covering all types of disasters affecting railway system are addressed and
their details are also appropriately incorporated in their Disaster Management plans.

Strength of Eastern Railway to handle a disaster under this division:
In handling disasters, Eastern Railway has a number of strength:

e Railway‘s own communication network

e QOperating control on each division linked with each station Territorial Army units

e Uniform force of RPF Railway‘s own medical infrastructure

e Civil Defence organization

e Anarmy of gang men spread all over Eastern Railway

e Scouts and guides (they can at best provide background support)

e Dedicated rescue/restoration team and medical equipment on rails.

e Each of the above should be used to handle adversities depending upon requirement to handle the
disaster.

Classification of Railway Accidents
Types of “Disaster” may be as under:

(a) Natural:
e Floods,
e Cyclones,
e Earthquakes,
e Droughts,
e Landslides,
e Tsunami etc.
(b) Train accident related disaster:
e Collisions (with a huge number of casualties)
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e Train marooned (flash floods)

e Derailments at a bridge over a river and coaches falling down

e Train washed away in cyclone

e Derailment of a train carrying explosives or highly inflammable material
e Tunnel collapse on a train

e Fire or explosions in trains

e Other miscellaneous cases

(c) Manmade:

Acts of terrorism and sabotage, i.e. causing deliberate loss of lives and/or damage to property
which includes: -

e Setting fire to a train/railway installation

e Bomb blast at Railway station/train

e Biological disaster

e Nuclear disaster Train accidents.

e Collapse railway foot over bridge.

e Stampede etc.

Immediate Action Plan: Exercising Golden Hour Rule:-

Duties of Relief and Rescue Teams:

Console and pacify passengers.

Check for injured and provide necessary Medical attention to them.

Remove dead bodies from coaches and rescue properly on blankets with shrouds.

Collect details of passenger involved in the accident.

Secure the luggage and the personal belongings of the injured/dead.

Ensure communication with the relatives of the injured passengers and the passengers who are not
affected by the accident but were travelling in it. Keep a record of such communications either
through mobile or control phone including STD/ISD Inform the GHRR team leader (TS) periodically
about the progress and seek help, as required.

Remaining rescue teams are formed at once and dispatched to assigned coaches. The guard will
inform the control if possible through Emergency Control Phone (ECP)/walkie talkie/Mobile as well
as he will ensure the train protection from rear on the same track.

No outsider should be allowed to take part except in the team as volunteers after noting their details. On
arrival of Sr. Railway Officers/Accident Relief Medical Van (ARMV), the Sr. most Officers takes over the
charge of relief and rescue. Available GRP & RPF personnel will cordon off the area and protect the entry
of any unauthorized persons The Golden Hour Relief and Rescue Team with its leader continue to assist
the Sr. Railway Officer till they are relieved.

Role of District Administration/ Civil Defence.

Immediate deployment of Civil Defence Teams for rescue work with help of local community.
Arrange for Medical vans Ambulance and shift the injured the nearest hospital and health center
for medical aid.
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iii. Rescue of people through doors and emergency windows.
iv. Cordoning off area and immediate keep record of the luggage, valuables with RPF.

Role of Police Personnel

I. Cordon the area and help in rescue work until railway staff and rescue team arrives.
Il. Deport the dead and the wounded to the nearest hospital for treatment.
lll. Safe custody of the belongings of the luggage’s and the valuables.

Cranes

Cranes for Rescue work is available at Bagilla Station under Purulia District and Ranaghat Jn Station under
Nadia District. Such cranes has a capacity of 140T DSL. Cranes are also available at Sealdah, Howrah for
immediate response.

Chemical and Gas Leakage in Railways

Indian Railway’s Rules for carrying dangerous (hazardous goods) by rail have been legislated in the Railway
Red Tariff Rule 2000 as per which dangerous goods have been classified into following 8 classes:

Explosives

Gases, compressed, liquefied or dissolved under pressure.
Petroleum & other inflammable liquids.

Inflammable solids.

Oxidizing substance

Poisonous (Toxic substances)

Radio-active substances

Acids & other Corrosives

SOP:-

Railway’s expertise in dealing with the misshaping like spillage, catching fire etc. of these dangerous goods
is very limited. It is, therefore, imperative that the respective zonal railways will develop and nurture
coordination with those agencies and organizations on their system that have expertise in dealing with the
hazardous material being handled and transported on the respective zonal railways. Contact details e.g.
Name, Designation, Telephone Nos., Mobile Nos. etc. of such agencies should be available in the divisional
and zonal Railway Disaster Management Plan so that these agencies can be called for without any delay
during any untoward incident

Biological Terror or threats:-

The essential protection against natural and artificial outbreaks of disease (bio-terrorism) will include the
development of mechanisms for prompt detection of incipient outbreaks, isolation of the infected persons
and the people they have been in contact with and mobilization of investigational and therapeutic
countermeasures. In the case of deliberately generated outbreaks (bio-terrorism) the spectrum of possible
pathogens is narrow, while natural outbreaks can have a wide range of organisms. The mechanism
required however, to face both can be similar if the service providers are adequately sensitized.

SOP:-

For handling and to provide medical relief for all CBRN Disaster which (include a Biological Disasters) and
mitigation of BW and BT affected Railway staff, need to be incorporated in the Hospital DM Plan. NDRF,
Army (Eastern Command) needs to be called in to handle such situations.

District Profile of North 24 Parganas in respect of agriculture: North 24 Parganas District assumes the important place
in agriculture map of West Bengal. Diversity exists in this district ranging from industrial areas in the central and eastern
part of the district. The District consists of 21 agriculture blocks spread over 3 agriculture Sub-Divisions having total
geographic area of 4094 Sq.

(d) Localized calamity due to localized risks
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3. Unit of insurance (GP/Block/District), crop, seasonality discipline, indemnity level and premium rates will be
notified by the Department of Agriculture from time to time.

Alternative farming methods adopted in district for areas highly saline and flood affected:

a. Promotion of cultivation of flood tolerant Swaran Sub-I Variety of Paddy in the flood affected areas of the
District as well as promotion of cultivation of salt resistant Sabita Variety of Paddy in the areas affected with
salinity.

b. Staggered sowing of paddy seed in seed bed at 10 days interval.

c. In case of late transplanting five to six numbers of seedling per hill to be transplanted and basal dose of
Nitrogen to be increased

d. Where there is no time for rice cultivation, following alternative farming methods are promoted :
1. Kalai (Variety-Sarada, Goutam, Sulata etc.) may be grown in the post-Kharif season.

2. Toria, yellow sarson, lentil, gram, etc. may be grown early in the Rabi season.
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e. Application of organic manure to increase the water holding capacity of the soil in the areas affected with
salinity.

f. In case of late transplanting, closer spacing with higher number of seedlings per hill is to be practiced

g. Direct seeding of rice through zero/minimal tillage machine.

9. Steps taken / adopted to address crop damage from disaster (Training, equipment supplied etc.):

1. Farmers are trained on timely sowing & harvesting at proper stage of crops.

2. Trainings are given to the farmers to follow weather forecast as communicated by Meteorological
Department from time to time.

3. The benefit and various aspects of Bangla Sashya Bima Scheme are being addressed to the farmers in
different farmers training programme to protect them from financial loss arisen due to crop damage from
disaster. In this connection it is worthy to mention that, since inception of the Scheme in the state of WB,
for all the notified crops during Kharif and Rabi season (except potato and sugarcane), farmer’s share of
the premium is fully borne by the State Government.

10. Measures adopted to calculate damage and loss (Process Involved):
The following process are involved in the District to calculate damage and loss of crops due to disaster.

1. Whenever incidence of disaster in any form occurred in the District, a preliminary crop damage report
within 72 hours of incidence is prepared by the respective Block level Assistant Director of Agriculture
mentioning crop and area likely to be damaged and they sent the report to the Deputy Director of
Agriculture (Admn) of the District for compilation at District level.

2. After 7 days of incidence of disaster and after thorough field visit by the Departmental officials,
Mouzawise final crop damage report (crop area damaged/affected more than 33%) are being prepared
by the respective Block level Assistant Director of Agriculture taking into account crop wise damage
computed to 100% (in Ha), monetary value loss and no. of farmers affected due to such disaster and they
sent the report to the Deputy Director of Agriculture (Admn) of the District for compilation at District
level. However, in case of frequent disasters within a short period of time, time for calculating Mouza
wise final crop damage report may be enhanced.

3. After compilation of Block wise final crop damage report, Deputy Director of Agriculture (Admn) of the
District immediately submit the report to the District Magistrate as well as to the Department for taking
further necessary action.

Compensatory provisions available from the department for affected people in the district due to disaster &
process of assisting the compensation:

When crop loss occurs more than 33% due to natural calamities like HAIL STORM, INUNDATION
/FLOOD/DROUGHT, PEST & DISEASE INCIDENCE, LAND SLIDE, AVALANCHE etc, assistance to the farmers in the
form of input subsidy under SDRF (State Disaster Response Fund) may be provided. The process involved in
assisting the compensation to the affected farmers are described below:

1. After assessment of Mouzas wise and Block wise final crop damage report, notification of Mouzas affected
due to flood/Hail Storm/Drought where crop damage is more than 33% are done by the Honourable District
Magistrate.

2. Schedule of Mouza wise and Block wise camps for collecting farmers application for getting input assistance
under SDRF is prepared and widely circulated to all concerned by the respective Assistant Director of
Agriculture of the Blocks.

3. In the camp, each farmer has to submit duly filled up application form along with photo copy of current
pass book, current porcha of all the land holding, EPIC card, valid mobile no. etc.

4. Mouza wise data entry of the affected farmers are then prepared by the officials of Block Assistant Director
of Agriculture indicating farmer’s name, address, mouza, GP, Block, EPIC Card No, Mobile No, amount of

5. After preparation of Mouzas wise data entry of the affected farmers, all the particulars of the affected
farmer are verified and scrutinized by the Assistant Director of Agriculture of the Block.

6. Then the mouza wise verified list is sent to the Assistant Director of Agriculture (Admn) of the Sub-Division
for further verification and scrutiny.

7. Finally, the verified and checked list of farmers at Subdivision level are sent to the Deputy Director of
Agriculture (Admn) of the District for final verification and checking who upon satisfied send the list to
State Cooperative Bank or other Bank as notified by the State Government with a mandate to remit the
amount in respective farmer’s account.

Advance planning to keep all departmental staff alert before the onset of monsoon and their subsequent
deployment in the eventuality has been made through deployment planning and necessary strengthening.

(Outer compound of RIDF Bagdah is vulnerable to water-logging during heavy rains but there is no history
of the water level rising to the level that breaches the plinth height and the water entering the actual
godown chambers. However, as a precaution, no stocks are stored in this godown during the monsoon
months from June to September. Sufficient stocks are stored at RIDF Bongaon and RIDF Gaighata to cover
the needs of the population otherwise served by RIDF Bagdah.)

Plans for distribution of food grains during disaster:

Arrangements are made to ensure that a minimum of 200 MT of rice is kept in each of the government
godowns. All the Kerosene Qil Agents of the District are also required keep 05 KL of Kerosene Qil as
rolling reserve for monsoon season, once necessary order in this regard is issued by the Dept.

Stocks of salt, edible oils at Distributors’ points is also kept as per allotment made by the Department. The
Inspectorate staff posted at the blocks prepare lists of stockiest of dry foods such as chira, gur, etc. under
their blocks and submit the same to the respective BDOs.

Distribution of food grains during disaster would be done as per instructions of the Department.

Plans to restore damage ration cards due to any Natural calamity:
Issuance of duplicate ration cards following modalities in case of disposal of form-IX.

Safety measures adopted for Store houses/go downs, PDS Shops during flood or disaster situations:

a) Making plinth height of FPSs / wholesalers godown much higher than road height,
b) Taking disinfestation measures in the go-downs to prevent rodent/pest from damaging food
grains.

Major roles and responsibilities of WBSEDCL: SOP

The Plan of WBSEDCL includes understanding of disaster, their behaviour and risk of damage to structures and
establishment to achieve the desired and successful disaster mitigation. These are divided into:

Pre-Disaster, During Disaster and Post- Disaster.

These stage occurs when prior information is available about a situation that may lead to a disaster in near
future like weather forecast for torrential rain, thunder, storm, during summer, monsoon etc. In this situation,
different civil administration authorities as well as the consumers may be kept informed about the probable
disruption which may occur due to natural calamity to take advanced preparedness from their end also. These
take place in following notification processes:

Pre Alert Notification: These type of notification is mainly used for dissemination of an important concerning
slow development of an emergent situation which can be rectified or would take time before they turn to a
disaster.

Alert Notification: An alert notification implies that although a disaster is not imminent, aggravation of the
situation would lead to crisis unless condition is improved.

Warning Notification and warning responsibility: A warning notification implies that a disaster is imminent and
an advanced action is to be initiated for minimizing of damage. The warning notification indicating magnitude
of disaster should be communicated to all concerned in the area. In cases of developing a crisis situation the
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respective authorities responsible for issuing proper notification to the authorities upward and downward to
the authority issuing the notification as well as to the disaster management committees.

Impact/ Disaster Phase:-

Quick Response Team: - The division manager will constitutes and form a QRT (Quick Response Team) and it will
consist of the following members: - AE/Sr. SAE 1, SAE 1, Charge man 1, Special operating Asst 1, Sr.
Linesman/linesman 4, Technical support hand 4 Total 12 members. During and after disaster the team will rush
to the spot immediately for response and rescue.

Past disaster history: - During September 2000 the sanctuary was badly affected by a devastating flood. The entire
population had been threated to be washed away from the enclosure. More than 200 deer’s were dead and few
numbers were washed away. However considerable no. of deer’s could be rescued from the nearly villages with the
help of local villagers.

There is no villages or human habitation that is going to be affected from any disaster and thus no preventive measure
is taken though fencing is done all around the wild life sanctuary & patrolling done by the staff all round the clock.

Resources available with forest department to address for search and rescue and patrolling during disaster &
immediate evacuation: Special team is formed for search and rescue operation during disaster. Boat & other
accessories are hired & help of local villagers are being taken. For awareness generation mikeing patrolling by staff.

SOP for any outbreak of infectious diseases among animals/wildlife: - Vaccination quarantine, Sanctuary is kept
closed for outsiders during that period and proper sanitation is being done.

Steps taken for restoration of affected area due to any disaster: Immediately after disaster the area is cleaned & good
quality of Saplings are planted. These includes saplings of 1) Tree fodder in top story, 2) grass fodder at ground.

Steps/ programmes taken to combat issues of climate change in the Sundarban region and the district by the
department: - Plantation is done in such cases to avoid major damages to the forest area.
